BCBS Agreement

Michigan Farm Bureau (MFB) and MFB, Inc. are discontinuing the Customer Representative Services Agreement for Blue Cross Blue Shield signed in 1982 by the County Farm Bureaus. As a result, County Farm Bureaus (CFB) that want to continue with Blue Cross Blue Shield (BCBS) soliciting, servicing, and receiving BCBS service fees and enrollment fees must enter into a new agreement. CAMs in counties that opt into the servicing agreement will need to obtain a Health and Accident Resident Producers License. Gary Wilcox moved to enter into the new agreement, motion supported by Gladys Welker. Motion passed.
Committee Reports:

Promotion & Education:

Gladys Welker reported that we have close to 400 children signed up to attend Project RED so far. Laingsburg, Mason, and Dansville FFA students will be coming to help with stations. MSU will be bringing pigs. The sheep guy from MSU will be there by 10 a.m. to do sheep shearing again. We have to go and get the tunnels from Midland and then reimburse drivers for mileage. The committee will be assembling the bags together on Monday night before Project RED.
