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Michigan Agriculture Environmental Assurance Program 

The Michigan Agriculture Environmental Assurance Program (MAEAP) is an innovative, proactive program that helps farms of all sizes and all commodities voluntarily prevent or minimize agricultural pollution risks. MAEAP teaches farmers how to identify and prevent environmental risks and comply with state and federal environmental regulations. Farmers who successfully complete the three phases of a MAEAP system are rewarded by becoming verified in that system. MAEAP’s mission is to develop and promote a recognized, voluntary, proactive environmental assurance program that is targeted to the agriculture industry and ensures that producers are engaging in cost-effective pollution prevention practices and are in compliance with environmental regulations.

Three Phases
Phase 1: Education sessions
Phase 2: On-farm risk assessment, accomplished through Crop-A-Syst, Greenhouse-A-Syst, 
  Farm-A-Syst, Livestock-A-Syst, and a Comprehensive Nutrient Management Plan (CNMP)
Phase 3: MAEAP verification occurs after the Michigan Department of Agriculture verifies that all requirements have been met. Requirements include completing Phase 1 and Phase 2, following the state’s Generally Accepted Agricultural Management Practices (GAAMPs) and meeting


other state and federal environmental regulations specific to each system.
Three Systems
1. Farmstead System
Applies to: 
· All farms no matter size or commodity

2. Cropping System

Applies to: 
· Nursery and Christmas tree

· Orchard and small fruit

· Field crops and vegetables

· Greenhouses

3. Livestock System
Applies to: 
· All types of livestock 

· All sizes of farms
